Korean Terminology

The Korean language does not use letters as does the English language.  They use symbols to make up their alphabet and works.  For this reason many of the words you may see in books will be spelled differently.  The decision as to what English letter to use for a word depends on how the person hears the sound.  For instance the Korean word for “two” can be spelled “dool” or “dul”.  Some interpretation of the sounds may even be totally different.  For instance, the Korean work for “seven” can be spelled “il-kop”, “il-kup” or “il-gup”.  There is no right or wrong spelling.
